1/4 cup vegetable oil                                                                             2 teaspoons pumpkin pie spice

 Combine cake mix, pudding, oil, water, pumpkin, eggs and pumpkin pie spice . 
 Beat on low speed for 30 seconds; beat on medium speed for 4 minutes. 
 Pour into greased and floured 10-inch fluted tube pan. 
 Bake at 350 degrees for 50-55 minutes or until wooden toothpick inserted near center 

comes out clean. 
 Cool in pan for 15 minutes before removing to a wire rack to cool completely. 
 Sprinkle with powdered sugar or drizzle with a powdered sugar and milk glaze.

2014 — Utah's Mia Love is the 
first black Republican woman 
elected to the U.S. Congress, 
New York's Elise Stefanik is the 
youngest woman ever elected to 
the U.S. Congress, Joni Ernst is 
the first woman to represent Iowa 
in the U.S. Congress and the first 
female veteran in the U.S. Sen-
ate and  Evelyn Sanguinetti is 
the first Hispanic lieutenant gov-
ernor in Illinois and the first Lati-
na lieutenant governor in the 
United States.

As we discussed in the last newsletter  we are attempting to give you some information about 
a different candidate each month.   

We continue here with those candidates as we preview each one in alphabetical order  This 
does not indicate any type of endorsement for the particular candidate, but is simply for 
informational purposes so that you can make a better decision about your vote. 

   This month’s candidate featured is US Congressman Diane Black.

     Diane firmly believes in the rule of law.  Her legisla-
tion to cut off funding to sanctuary cities was approved 
by the U.S. House of Representatives.  As Governor, 
she will ensure there are NO sanctuary cities in Tennes-
see and she will work with President Trump and Immi-
gration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) to put Ten-
nesseans first. 

     A former Tennessee Right to Life legislator of the year, and sponsor of Tennes-
see’s most important pro-life law, Diane is a steadfast champion for the rights of the 
unborn. She authored the Defund Planned Parenthood Act to block all federal 
funding for the nation’s largest abortion provider. Diane also sponsored the Con-
science Protection Act, to protect the religious freedom of entities that refuse to 
perform, pay for, or refer abortions. 

       Diane was raised by parents who taught her the conservative values she lives by 
today.  As a registered nurse, small businesswoman and former educator, Diane 
brings a fresh perspective to issues that affect all Tennesseans. 

      The middle daughter of Great Depression-era parents, Diane spent the earliest 
years of her life in public housing and, upon the encouragement of a high school 
guidance counselor, became the first person in her family to attain a college educa-
tion. As a former single parent who worked nights to raise her kids, Diane knows 
that hard work and accountability are Tennessee values. 

      Diane was elected to the House of Representatives in 2010 and is the only Ten-
nessean to ever chair the House Budget Committee.  She is a sponsor of the Bal-
anced Budget Amendment to the Constitution and the No Budget, No Pay Act, 
which withholds pay from Congress if an annual budget is not passed by the legal 
deadline. 

        Black’s staunch fiscal conservatism earned her the prestigious “Award for Con-
servative Excellence” from the American Conservative Union. She and her husband 
of over 35 years, Dr. David Black, have three grown children and six grandchildren. 
They live in Gallatin and attend Community Church in Hendersonville.
